« Beef, pork, chicken, turkey, fish, or

- Choose proteins labeled as “All Natural”, when possible.
- Limit frozen dinners, pizza, and breaded meats.
- Limit other salty foods such as ham, bacon, hot dogs, corned beef, bologna, sausages,

American cheese, cheese sauces or products, canned chili, soups or stews, and canned
pasta meals.
* Check with your Registered Dietitian Nutritionist (RDN) on how these fit in your meal plan.

+ Asparagus « Corn « Okra
